WHEREAS, in honor of her incredible commitment to change and progress, Mrs. King was
honored with a 2008 Rosa Parks Freedom Award from the Southern Christian Leadership Conference; and

WHEREAS, this loving and generous mother, grandmother, and friend is a person of
magnanimous strengths with an unimpeachable reputation for integrity, intelligence, fairness, and kindness,
and, by the example she has made of her life, she makes this world a better place in which to live.

Barber King is commended on her inspiring and selfless service to others and sincere best wishes are
extended for continued health, happiness, and success.
